Start your day tour in Luxor with a visit to the Temple of Karnak. Pass

through the Avenue of the Sphinxes as you proceed towards the



temple’s entrance. Your knowledgeable Egyptologist guide will provide

you a fascinating introduction to these masterfully crafted statues.

 

Prepare to be transported through time as you delve deeper into this

wondrous temple complex. Proceed to the Great Hypostyle Hall and

marvel at the 134 towering columns adorned in stunningly well

preserved hieroglyphs. At the rear of the complex, you will find the

sacred lake where pharaohs and their offerings were purified centuries

ago.  After your tour of the complex, you will have free time to explore

the ruins at your leisure before going to the next site.

Continue to Luxor Temple, formerly connected to the Temple of

Karnak by the over-mile-long Avenue of the Sphinxes. Marvel at the

grandeur of the statues of Ramses II, which dominate the entrance to

the temple. Your knowledgeable Egyptologist will give you a

fascinating introduction to this temple and the fascinating story of how

Alexander the Great was involved in the temple's history.  During this

private tour you will be able to determine how much time you would

like to spend at each temple during this day tour.

 

At the rear of the complex, you will find the sacred lake where

centuries ago pharaohs and their offerings to the gods were purified.

After a tour of the complex, you will have additional free time to

explore at leisure. Continue to Luxor Temple which was once joined to

the Temples of Karnak by a 2-kilometer-long Avenue of Sphinx, a

portion of which marks the entrance to the temple. Dominated by

statues of the great warrior pharaoh Ramses II, Luxor Temple has

survived Nile floods, foreign invasion, and thousands of years exposed

https://www.youregypttours.com/egypt-tours-blog/karnak-temple


to the elements. A pure Egyptian temple, the inner walls and columns

are decorated with intricate hieroglyphics, which your guide will help

you decipher.
